Holiday-Wrapping-Paper.psd

Instructions for personalizing the design file.

Open the layered psd file in Photoshop. 

You may adjust the colors of the layers named ‘border,’ ‘leaves-1,’ ‘leaves-2,’ and ‘leaves-3.’ Do this by clicking on the layer you want to adjust, then go to Image>Adjustments>Hue/Saturation. Use the Hue slider bar to adjust each layer. Click OK.

You may use one or more different photographs in the folder called ‘place your images here’ in the Layers palette. Open the ‘place your images here’ group folder by clicking on the small arrow on the left side of the folder icon. Insert one of your images in a new layer above one of the four image layers. Then, create a clipping mask on the layer with your new image. To do this, click on the More Options icon at the top right corner of the Layers palette, and then click Create Clipping Mask. You may now transform your image (command + T) to fit the image area. Repeat this process for all four image areas.

Save your layered psd file.

In order to create a repeating pattern for the final wrapping paper file, we will need to change the canvas size. First, save your document as a new file. This will be used for the final wrapping paper file. ‘Save As’ Holiday-Wrapping-Paper-24x108.psd OR Holiday-Wrapping-Paper-24x216.psd, depending on which roll size you are ordering (single or double).

Select all of the layers in the Layers palette. Click on the More Options icon at the top right corner of the Layers palette, and click Merge Layers. You can name your new layer something like ‘layer 1’ if you’d like. In the top menu bar, click on Image and select Canvas Size. Change the Width to 24 inches. Change the Height to 108 inches for a single roll or 216 inches for a double roll. Make sure the Relative box is not checked. Click OK.

In the top menu bar, click View and select Snap. Now, when you move your layer, the layer should snap to the edge of the canvas. With the Move Tool, move your layer to the very top left corner of the entire canvas, making sure it snaps into place. In the Layers palette, select your layer and duplicate it. Do this by clicking on the More Options icon at the top right corner of the Layers palette, and click Duplicate Layer. Now, you can take the new layer you’ve made and drag it (with the Move Tool) to the very top right corner of the canvas. 

You will continue to duplicate the layers and fill the entire canvas. Merge the two layers you have now (so they become one layer), and then duplicate that layer. Drag the layer below the original layer and let it snap into place directly under the first layer. The edges of the two layers should perfectly match to each other. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Continue this process until you have filled the entire canvas. Save your layered file. Then, Save As a jpg file. You can now use this jpg file to order through our ROES software.
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
